Return on�Investment

A new�study�commissioned�by�KDLA� in�partnership�with� the�University�of�Kentucky�School�of� Information�Science
(UKSIS)�and�Blueprint�Kentucky� reports� that� for�every�dollar� invested� in�Kentucky�public� libraries,� there� is�a�$3.01
return�on�that�investment.�With�204�library�buildings,�166�bookmobiles�and�outreach�vehicles,�and�11.1�million�visits
in�FY2024,�these�libraries�provide�access�to�knowledge,�technology,�and�public�services�across�all�120�counties.

Key Highlights: 
• Library spending supported more than 3,100 jobs and produced $189.8 million in economic activity. 
• The market value of library circulation, programs, and services was estimated at $549.3 million. 
• Kentucky’s public libraries generated an estimated $739.1 million in benefits while costing $245.2 million. 
• Public libraries provide $494 million in net benefits statewide, or more than $107 in value for each Kentuckian. 
• The ROI for each dollar spent is $3.01.
